	Summary of Change Requested:

	As a safety request all persons who act as a postman must wear a safety helmet.

No matter if you are a rider or no rider due to safety matter.

If a team consist of five riders it should not be allowed to put in an extra person as postman.


	Current Rule Book Wording:

	Any MGA member can be substituted for Rider 5 if a team has only 4 members. If the postman is a riding member, he/she must wear an approved, correctly fitted riding hat with the chin strap securely fastened.


	Suggested New Rule Book Wording:

	Any MGA member can be substituted for Rider 5 only if a team has only 4 members. The postman must wear an approved, correctly fitted riding hat with the chin strap securely fastened. 

	Reason for Change Request:

	Because when a non riding person is the postman it is very often claimed that they do not need a helmet. And the rulebook specify only that the rider need to use safety helmet, when he/she is postman.

If a team consist of only four riders it is allowed to pick a postman as the rules describe.

If a team consist of five riders the team have to supply the postman from the team. Otherwise it is six persons participating in this race.
