	Summary of Change Requested:

	Now that it has been agreed that “Hors Concours” is not permitted in IMGA sanctioned competitions, the existing rules on “Hors Concours” need to be clarified.

GR1.7 is clear and points to GR12.1 - OK
GR1.8 is clear and points to GR12.1 - OK
It is GR12.1 which should be changed to specify the scoring requirements.




	Current Rule Book Wording:

	Whenever a team, pair or individual are riding hors concours, they may ride as normal but they are not awarded any points.


	Suggested New Rule Book Wording:

	Whenever a team, pair or individual is riding “Hors Concours”, no position is recorded and no points are given. The effect of this is that teams, pairs or individuals finishing after the “Hors Concours” competitor(s) are promoted one position and receive the appropriate points.


	Reason for Change Request:

	Justification : It has happened in the past that although an “Hors Concours” team has not been awarded points, the teams finishing after them have not been promoted one position and not gained the additional point (probably because this becomes difficult for the scorers). When this has been done, the presence of the “Hors Concours” team has distorted the scores of all the other teams. To avoid this happening in future, rule GR12.1 needs some additional explanation.
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
