	Requirements:

	At the 2005 IMGA AGM it was decided to update the existing very vague rule on the use of stimulants (Rule Book GR 11) and instead refer to the list of prohibited substances published annually by the International Federation for Equestrian Sports (FEI).
This led to an update of the Rule Book (RCRD 2005-03).
This decision was the basis for the official IMGA Policy for Anti-Doping document which can be found here:

However, at that time the Policy for Anti-Doping was aimed only at ponies, and no reference was made to riders. A search through FEI documentation (at that time and several times since) found no equivalent lists of prohibited substances for riders.

For 2015, FEI has completely re-organised the parts of their website(s) which deal with this subject, and now the “Clean Sport” website has not only a section for Anti-Doping Horses, but also Anti-Doping Athletes.  

This may be completely new, or possibly has only recently appeared on the main webpages instead of being difficult/impossible to find as it was previously.
The objective here is to study the FEI Anti Doping Athletes regulations to decide whether IMGA should adopt them in the same way as the equivalent for ponies is already official IMGA policy. This would require an update of the Policy for Anti-Doping to make it more inclusive. After studying the FEI regulations, a recommendation should be prepared for the International Representatives for approval at the next IMGA AGM in November 2015.

In order to achieve this, the sub-committee should aim to present a first draft recommendation for comments to the IMGA executive officers well in advance of that date. A completed document agreed by all members of the sub committee and the IMGA executive officers must be in place no later than 30th September 2015.

In the event that this whole process can be completed well in advance of that date it may be possible to seek approval from the International Representatives by e-mail instead.

Once agreed, an RCRD can be established to request a Rule Book update. 
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
